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Are you a Non-EU national?

In order to work in Ireland a non-EEA National, unless they are exempted, must hold a
valid Employment Permit. The Department of Enterprise, Trade and Employment
administers the Employment Permits system. Detailed information on work permits,
Highly Skilled Eligible Occupations List, etc. is available on:
